Now, that
the citizens of Beaverton
made it loud and clear that it
v iVEs ianéi 1§ their decision to
spend and locate a location
for that type of venture we
feel safe to invest the enor-
mous expense of this project.

We are banking on keeping
BG Plaza renovated and
viable to be able to offer an
affordable option to the
small business community for

20 more years.... at least.

There are four teams of con-

tractors that have been work-

ing, hopefully in stealth
mode, for a while now . The

folks in the Orange Shirts arc &

from American Heating and
have the arduous duty of ret-
rofitting the new Mitsubishi
HVAC system in the build-
ing. This task involves plac-
ing air handlers above the
ceiling in every suite and
hooking up to new line sets
to the units in each wing.
Meanwhile we are maintain-
ing the old system for a swift
and smooth transition the
first phase being Suites 170 —
199 and 270—299. Each
phase is estimates to take 2 to
3 weeks as we work clockwise
from the highest numbered

suites to the lowest on each
floor, wing by wing. Our goal
is to be finished by early fall.

The electrical team has done
a lot of ceiling work running
new electrical lines through-
out the building to accommo-
date keeping the old system
in place while preparing for
the switch to the new system.
